Ordinance-Amending Subdivision Regulations

Thereupon, the Governing Body reviewed an ordinance amending Article 4, Subdivision Design
Standards, Section 4-1, Applicability; Article 7, Improvements, Section7-2, Required
Improvements; Article 14, Soil Erosion and Sediment Control, Section 14-2, Definitions, Section
14-3, Permits, Section 14-6, Design Requirements, and Section 14-7, Inspection, of the
Subdivision Regulations, Ordinance No. 3510-05, for the City of Ottawa. Thereupon,
Commissioner Richards made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Caylor, to adopt the
ordinance.

During discussion it was explained the Planning Commission recommended approval of this
ordinance with a 7-0 vote. The motion was considered and upon being put, all present voted aye.
Thereupon, the Mayor declared the ordinance duly adopted and the ordinance was duly
numbered Ordinance No. 3801-11.

Review of the Zoning Regulations, Ordinance No. 3501-05, for the City of Ottawa.
